The application process for Grant in Aid  is now open.    The legislature has not yet finalized  the 

Grant-in-Aid  funding level for next fiscal year. Last year the funding level was $105,600 and we 

expect to have similar funding this year.   

 

There will be the same 3 grant programs this year as there were last year.   

 Regular Grant –in-Aid  for projects up to $10,000 

 Mini-Grant-in-Aid  for projects up to $2000 

 Internship Grant  

Please be aware that you can only apply for one category of funding  per institution per year.  For 

the Mini-Grant and  the Internship grant programs you will need  to contact me to d iscuss your 

proposal before you submit your application.   

 

 

Grant-In-Aid applications must be postmarked on or before Tuesday, June 1, 2010.
