Our school district receives federal funding under Title III of the No Child Left Behind Act to help students with limited English proficiency (LEP) in learning the English language. The Alaska Department of Education & Early Development has set targets for the percent of LEP students who should make progress in learning English, attain proficiency in learning English, and for attaining proficiency in math and language arts. These targets are called Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOs). These AMAOs are used in part to evaluate the effectiveness of language instruction programs in school districts that receive Title III funding. 
Each school year our district must assess LEP students on standard tests in reading, writing, and math, as well as in English language proficiency. The scores are used to determine if enough students made adequate progress in language arts and math subjects and in gaining English language skills. This letter is to inform you that your child’s school district did not meet all the targets for the AMAOs. This means that not enough students within the English Language Learner program made adequate progress in one or more areas of learning English or in language arts or math to meet the targets.
This letter is only to inform you that the district did not meet the AMAO targets as required by the federal No Child Left Behind Act. Our district will take steps to continually improve English Language Learner programs.
