Executive Director’s Report:  Jim Seitz, Executive Director, reviewed financial report, addition to certification costs, activity report, and case report.  

CERTIFICATION REPORT
Sondra Meredith, Teacher Certification Director, discussed two new regulations that passed but are waiting for the Department of Law and the Lieutenant Governor to finish their process before regulations become effective.   The Alternate type B certificate will allow districts to apply on behalf of a qualified individual to be Superintendent of their district.  The difference between this certificate and the regular Type B is experience.  The experience does not need to be teaching experience but can be five years of administrative work showing they have the capacity to lead a district.  In addition, the alternate type B allows the applicant three years to complete the required Alaskan studies component and superintendence program instead of requiring completion at time of application.  A certified superintendent mentor would be necessary for the Type B Alternate.  This is a nontransferable certificate and remains the property of the district.

Sondra also spoke about the requirement for the division of Teacher Certification to now cover the expenses of the PTPC.  In order to cover expenses an increase of all certification fees had to be made.  Fees were determined by reviewing the PTPC budget and dividing that amount by the number of certificates over 5 years.  Fees increased for all certificates in March by $75 and should be effective on July 1st.
