Summer Food Service Options for School Districts

National School Lunch Program for Summer School
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· Only serve summer school students

· Follow all NSLP rules and regulations

· Same reimbursement rates as regular NSLP

Seamless Summer Option
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Located in areas where 50% or more of the children qualify for free or reduced price school meals or through census data

· Serve all children in the local area

· Follow the NSLP meal patterns and monitoring guidelines 

· SFSP annual training is not required 

· Same reimbursement rates as regular NSLP

Summer Food Service Program (SFSP)
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Located in areas where 50% or more of the children qualify for free or reduced price school meals or using census data and serve all children in the local area
OR

· Operate an “enrolled” site where at least half the children enrolled in the summer program are eligible for a free or reduced price lunch.
· Follow all SFSP rules and regulations

· SFSP annual training is required

· Sponsors receive the SFSP meal reimbursement rates, which are higher than the NSLP rates
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
